           Bylaws

Article I:
Name

The Name of this Committee shall be the Green Valley School Site Council.

Article II:
Purpose

The Purpose of this Council shall be to fulfill the requirements as set forth in AB65 and to:

1.
Assist in the development and recommendation of the School Improvement Plan.

2.
Have ongoing responsibility to review with the principal, teachers and other school personnel the implementation of the School Improvement Plan and to assess periodically the effectiveness of the plans.

3.
Annually review the School Improvement Plan, recommend a new school improvement budget consistent with the Education Code, and, if necessary, make modifications in the plan to reflect changing improvement needs and priorities.

4.
It is the intent of this council that education be a joint effort of parents, teachers, administrators and other staff - whose common goal is the success of all students, achieved by direct and ongoing contact with students.

Article III:
Council Composition

The council shall be constituted to ensure parity between:

a. 
The principal, one (1) classified staff member, three (3) teachers who are elected by staff members.

b. Five (5) parent representatives.

                          c.          Alternates will consist of one (1) parent or community member and one 

                                      (1) staff member.

Section 1

The voting membership of the Council shall not exceed the total of our active members.  The coordinator is not a voting member of this council unless it is an elected member of the council.

Section 2

Members are elected to a two-year term.

Section 3

An active member and alternate are defined as one who attends regular site Council meetings.

Article IV:
Duties of Council Members

It shall be the duty of the Council members to:

1. 
Attend all meetings set forth by this Council.

a. 
when unable to attend, Council member must notify an officer and contact an alternate.

b. in an event a Council member is unable to attend, the alternate          

             shall have full voting privileges for the absent member.

2.  
Accept positions as officers or subcommittee members when so appointed or selected unless unable to carry out the duties entailed.

3.  
Attend program recommendation/budget planning session(s) held throughout the year.

Article V:          Officers

1. 
The Chairperson and Secretary shall be elected from the Council.

a.
The Associate chairperson shall be the Principal.

Appointed Officers

1. 
An associate secretary shall be appointed by the chairperson.

Article VI:
Election of Officers 

Section 1

The chairperson and secretary shall be elected by the end of October.     

a. 
The chairperson and secretary are to serve for one (1) year or until their successors are elected.

b. 
Their term of office shall begin at the annual meeting at which they are elected.

Section 2
No member shall hold more than one office at the same time, and no member shall be eligible to serve more than two (2) consecutive terms in the same office.

Article VII.       Duties of  the Officers
Section 1

It shall be the duty of the chairperson to preside at all meetings and meet with the coordinator to set agendas.  The chairperson may sign all letters, reports and other communications of the School Site Council. In addition, the chairperson shall perform all duties as may be prescribed by the School Site Council.

Section 2

Should the chairperson be unavailable, the associate chairperson shall preside or appoint an acting chairperson.

Section 3
The secretary will keep the minutes of Site Council meetings and shall send notices of meetings and/or agendas, and such other duties as may be directed by the School Site Council.

Article VIII.       Duties of the Coordinator
Section 1

a. 
A coordinator will be appointed by the Principal of Green Valley School.

b. 
Duties of the Coordinator include:  Coordinate the writing of the SIP plan, ordering and replenish materials and supplies, keep SIP files, keeping SIP participants informed about requirements and deadlines, communicating and interacting with staff and parents, attending meetings and other duties as assigned by the Site Council.

Article IX.        Meetings and Quorum 

Section 1

a.  
The regular meetings of this Site Council shall be held once a month with a minimum of eight (8) meetings during the calendar school year.

b.
Special meetings may be called by the chairperson, coordinator or at the request of three (3) Site Council Members. The purpose of the meeting shall be stated in the call. Meetings will be given at least three (3) days notice, EXCEPT in EMERGENCIES.

c.
All meetings will be held at Green Valley School, unless otherwise directed by Rescue Union School District.

Section 2

A quorum is established when two-thirds (66%) of the active membership is obtained at the meeting.
Section 3
All business of the council, except amendments to the bylaws, may be conducted by a majority vote of the quorum.

Section 4

a. 
All regular and special meetings of the School Site Council and of its standing or special committees shall be open to the public.

b. 
Notice of the meeting(s) shall be posted at the school site, accessible to the public, at least seventy two (72) hours before the time set for the meeting.

c. 
Notice shall specify the date, time and location.

Article X.         Amendments
Amendments may be amended at any regular Site Council meeting by two-thirds (66%) vote of the active members, providing that the amendments have been submitted in writing at the previous Site Council meeting.

Article XI: 
Resignation/Termination and Replacement



Section 1

a. Members are required to submit a written resignation in the event they 

find it necessary to resign from the committee.

b. A community member shall no longer hold membership should he or she 

cease to be a resident of the district.

c. Should the chairperson or secretary turn in his/her resignation before new

selections are held, the associate chairperson shall appoint a member in

good standing to assume the office, until the next regular meeting when the vacancy will be filled by selection.

d. Members who have resigned will be replaced by an active alternate

selected by the Council members.



Section 2

a. Membership shall automatically be terminated by any member who is

absent from two (2) meetings without notifying one of the four (4) officers

and contacting an alternate.

b. Terminated members shall be replaced by an active alternate selected by 

the Council members.

Article XII.
Committees

Section 1
The chairperson shall appoint such committees as he or she considers necessary at any time or as directed by a majority of the members present.

Section 2
The Selection committee appointed by the chairperson, shall consist of one (1) parent member, one (1) teacher member and one (1) administrator. The Committee shall supervise the selection of new members.  The selection committee shall follow the selection procedure established by the Council.  

Section 3
A Safety committee of five (3) members, and one (1) Staff administrator shall be appointed at the November meeting.  Their duty is to review and update the annual Safety Plan.  The committee’s report shall be submitted to the Site Council meeting in February and adopted at the March meeting. 

a. 
The SIP component/ Budget committee, comprised of teachers, parents and administration shall meet in September, October, December, February and March, to review and update the SIP Plan and Budget.

b. 
Each component will present a written SIP / Budget plan to Site Council in April for approval and adoption in May.

c. 
The SIP plan will be presented to the Rescue Union School District Board of Trustees in June.

Article XIII: 
Rules of Order
The rules contained in the current edition of Robert’s Rules of Order Newly revised shall govern the council in all cases to which they are applicable and which they are not inconsistent with these bylaws and any special rules of order the council may adopt.
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
